Troop 49 APRIL 2026:

Several scouts and adult leaders got together to hike from the Nagawaukee Park and Ride into Delafield. They picked up trash along the way and ended their hike at the ice cream shop in Delafield. We've done this hike the last few years during Spring Break week and its a great way to meet the new scouts and get outside.

Life Scout Karissa had several work days for her Eagle Project. Karissa lead the building of a Goat Feeding station and 4 Goat Brushes for the HAWS facility on Delafield. Last week Karissa coordinated several adults to help her transport the completed items to the facility. The goats give two toes up to her Eagle Project.

We had one scout go to the Order of the Arrow Conclave-- a gathering of Arrowmen from the eight Order of the Arrow Lodges in the region. They gathered at Camp Long Lake for a weekend of fellowship, training, competitions, and celebration of the Order of the Arrow. This shared experience strengthens their commitment to leadership, brotherhood, and service, and is a memorable experience for everyone.

We had eight scouts and two adults attend Opening Day Camporee at Camp Long Lake. This is a merit badge camp and the scouts earned merit badges in: American Business, Personal Management, Safety, Environmental Science, Mammal Studies, and Cooking, plus three new scouts took part in the Quick Start program which focuses on many Tenderfoot and Second Class rank requirements.

Scoutmaster Gregg Gillman is leading the Oak Leaf Training for Potawatomi Area Council- this training is for new adult leaders and helps these leaders see the scouting program through the eyes of a scout as they build fires, cook, identify trees, practice first aid, knots, lashings, and many of the early rank requirements. These new adult leaders will learn about patrol method and how to accomplish a scout-led program where adults stay out of the way and lets scouts run the program, with adults available to mentor and guide when needed. This service to new adult leaders puts Scoutmaster Gillman well over the “One Hour a Week” he was told this job would require! 

We've had six new scouts crossover from Cub Scouts and several are already signed up for summer camp and eagerly earning their rank requirements.

Thank you to Delafield American Legion Auxiliary for your donation of $1000 to Troop 49. Half of this donation is earmarked for a training and activity day. Scouts have an intensive morning learning about the requirements of leadership roles and the objectives of the program through team building workshops and games. Afterwards the scouts do an activity-- last year it was rock climbing.
